Why does Hispanic Heritage Month start on September 15th 
and why do we have this celebration in the United States?

As a 
result of Marco Polo's 
adventures into China , he 
introduced this Chinese 
custom which was adopted 
by the Spainish as well as 
by the French and Italians.
