Dear Parents,

Welcome to 3~ grade!!! On behalf of the 3rd grade team, we are delighted that your child will be joining us
for the 2018-2019 school-year. | know you are excited to meet your child’s teacher and learn more about the
curriculum. You are invited to join us at Open House on 9/17/2018 from 5pm to 6pm!

As you may know, our instructional program is Common Core State Standards based, as required by
Chicago Public Schools and the lllinois State Board of Education. Therefore, in order to achieve our goal of
academic excellence, students are expected to attend class everyday, and arrive on time. Our start time for this
school-year is 7:45 a.m., so please plan for your child to arrive on the playground no earlier than 7:40 a.m. each
day.

Parents, please be aware that students are required to bring the proper supplies each day, so that they
are able to complete all classroom assignments. Additionally, homework will be assigned daily, with the exception
of Fridays. Student homework planners will be issued so that they can personally record their class/homework
assignments daily for each subject. In keeping with the grade-level curriculum, each student is responsible for
accurately completing all class’/homework assignments daily, and returning them on time. Class work is due on
the day it is assigned, homework is due the following day unless notified otherwise. Failure to turn in work on time
will result in the drop of a letter grade on that particular assignment.

In case of absence, students are responsible for making-up all missed work. All work must be accurately
completed and returned within 2-3 days of the given assignment. Additionally, in case of absence, the teacher
should be promptly notified, and a written note from the parent should be brought upon your child’s return to
school so that we may maintain accurate records. For your child’s safety, we should be made aware of critical
medical issues so that we may take the proper steps in case of emergency.

In order to create and maintain a great learning environment for your child, good parent-teacher
relationships are necessary to ensure their maximum school success. Thus, students are expected to follow
disciplinary guidelines and class rules, which includes, treating their classmates as they would want to be treated.
Therefore, to assist them in their efforts, parents please take time to read/review and sign the last page of the
CPS’ Student Code of Conduct Book, and return the signed copy to your child’s teacher. Any rules that are
continuously violated will result in disciplinary action (e.g. notes home, phone call, parent conference, loss of
certain privileges, suspension, etc.). If there are additional questions or concerns, please feel free to write a note,
use the CPS Parent Portal, or call the Haines school office at (773-534-9200) and leave a message. We will
respond as soon as possible.

Students will take the NWEA computer-based assessment twice this school year, and the May
assessment will be used to help determine promotion to fourth grade. In closing, as you are reviewing the supply
list, please note the student/school fees that were listed. $70.00 should be placed in a sealed envelope, with the
name of the student, room number, and exact dollar amount. Please return it to your child’s classroom teacher as
soon as possible (Cash only! No checks). Receipts will be issued within a week of payment.
